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Fact Sheet:

How to use Walks Finder
In order to first use Walks Finder, you will need a username and password.  This can be obtained by contacting volunteer@ramblers.org.uk 

Once you have been given this, go to the following address
www.ramblers.co.uk/walksfinder/editors/

and log in using the name and password you were given

Note these are "case sensitive" -- you will need to enter them exactly as given.

Once you've reached the Walks Finder editors' page you'll see a link to Help pages in the left hand menu.  Here you'll find full documentation on how to use the system -- we suggest you print this and read it through before you attempt to upload walks.

You can either upload walks one-by-one using a web page form, or in bulk using a specially formatted Excel spreadsheet.

Visitors will be able to find details of your walks by clicking on a map or searching for a location. If you haven't yet seen what the Walks Finder looks like from the point of view of the user, go to
www.ramblers.org.uk/walksfinder.

Once the details are on the system, you can produce copy of your own Group's walks programme for use in print or on a web page.  You can also produce a display of your current walks programme from your website.

The username and password above also give access to the committee members' section of the website at www.ramblers.org.uk/members . Here you'll find archives of circulars and other items of interest to Ramblers' local volunteers.
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
